When Setback Economy Programming is activated, the Furnace
or Air Conditioner will not turn on until the room temperature
reaches the Set Temperature plus or minus the programmed setback.

For example, the desired set temperature is set to 75 degrees and
a 20 degree setback is programmed.

If the room temperature falls to 55 degrees, the heat will turn on *
and the temperature in the space will not be allowed to drop below
55 degrees. Since Setback works in auto changeover, in the above
example, if the room temperature reaches 95 degrees, the air
conditioning will turn on.

At a desired set temperature of 75 degrees with a 20 degree setback,
no heating or cooling will occur between 55 and 95 degrees.

Setting a 10 degree setback, there will not be any heating

or cooling between 85 and 65 degrees. A 5 degree setback/setup will
prevent heating and cooling between 80 and 70 degrees.

Setback is used to conserve energy and provide comfort. In residences
setback should be used during 'sleep’ or 'away' periods.
* This is a simplified explanation, in actuality the heat will turn on at
52 degrees (the setback plus the temperature swing of 3 degrees)
and then will turn off at 55 degrees.
